Luke 4: 18-19 NLT: The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, for he has anointed me to bring Good 
News to the poor.

We come against the spirits of greed and poverty that try to infiltrate the mountain of business, 
and we pray that every person called to business will operate with gratitude and generosity. 
 
- May Godly financial principles be valued and practiced in greater measure in each business. 
- May we be known for our extravagant Kingdom generosity as we help those in need.  
- May founders starting companies at the Oceans accelerator know your love and favor. 
 
Church: 
 
Acts 2: 46-47 They worshiped together at the Temple each day, met in homes for the Lord’s 
Supper, and shared their meals with great joy and generosity— all the while praising God 
and enjoying the goodwill of all the people. And each day the Lord added to their fellowship 
those who were being saved. 
 
Ephesians 4: 11-13 Now these are the gifts Christ gave to the church: the apostles, the 
prophets, the evangelists, and the pastors and teachers. Their responsibility is to equip God’s 
people to do his work and build up the church, the body of Christ.

Now 
we call him, “Abba, Father.” For his Spirit joins with our spirit to affirm that we are 
God’s children. 
1 John 4: 7-8 NKJ Beloved, let us love one another, for love is of God; and everyone 
who loves is born of God and knows God. He who does not love does not know God, 
for God is love. 
 
We declare that the spirit of love will conquer and reign over the spirit of rejection in every 
family! We pray favor, protection, and blessing over every family in our region. 
 
- May we continue to see the hearts of fathers and mothers turn to sons and daughters, and the 
hearts of sons and daughters to their fathers and mothers. May every mother to be choose life!

- May there be a true revival of humility in leaders who have been given authority and power 
and a spiritual awakening within the realm of government in Jesus’ name.

O Jerusalem 
may there be peace within your walls and prosperity in your palaces. 
Psalm 22: 27-28 The whole earth will acknowledge the Lord and return to him. All the 
families of the nations will bow down before him.
