June & July Prayer Focus for our Region: Rededication of America & Greater Cincinnati 
 

Heavenly Father, we come before You in unity, recognizing the significance of what took place on May 17, 2026, 

when thousands gathered on the National Mall for the “Rededicate 250” event—a call for this nation to return to 

You in humility, prayer, and repentance.
